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On July 26, 2016, FCFRD recruit class 16-01 had the unique opportunity to assist in a lifesaving effort for a mem-

ber of our public safety family.  This is the exact type of incident that these recruits are training to respond to when 

they graduate.  However, they did not expect to deploy their newly learned skills in a life or death situation while 

still in school. 

On the morning of July 26, Fulton County Sheriff ‘s Department Detention Officer Ronald Nash was participating 

in an in-service physical training run.  Officer Nash collapsed suddenly.  Battalion Chief Markus Jones, who also 

works as a FCSO instructor, witnessed Officer Nash collapse and went to his aid.  Officer Nash was brought into 

the entry hall of the training center and Battalion Chief Jones assessed that he was in full cardiac arrest.   

BC Jones sent for assistance and our recruits, who were in class, responded to help.  Several recruits from class 16

-01 and Lt. Charles Cook from FCPD assisted in CPR efforts for Officer Nash.  FCFRD Engine 3 (Captain Jerry 

Nears, FF Jared Johnson and FF Janos Venson) and Rural Metro also responded.  After several cycles of effective 

CPR and three shocks from the AED, Officer Nash began breathing again.  Rescue efforts continued during 

transport to the hospital. 

After Officer Nash was transported and the recruits returned to class, they were obviously shaken and unnerved by 

what had just happened.  I told them, “you just put your new skills to the test in a real life and death situation.  

This was not training; this was real and you responded outstandingly.”  The recruits were extremely proud that 

they could help in such an important situation.  However, we were all still very concerned about the condition of 

Officer Nash. 

When we received word from BC Jones that Officer Nash had been fully revived and was up and communicating 

with the medical staff, it was a great joy and relief for us all.  And when Officer Nash and his wife walked into our 

classroom recently to express his gratitude for our efforts, the joy was overwhelming.  To help save a life is, in-

deed, our highest calling.  We wish good health and a full recovery to Officer Nash; hopefully he will be able to 

return to duty soon. 

I am certain that this is a first for 

a FCFRD recruit class.  Their 

efforts to help save a life while 

still in recruit school is a testa-

ment to the commitment, dedica-

tion, and professionalism that 

these recruits are developing ear-

ly in their careers.

Sheriff’s Department Detention Officer Ronald Nash and his wife came by the FCPSTC 

to thank the ones that saved his life.  Recruit Class 16-01, Battalion Chief Markus 

Jones and Captain Stanley Hudgins 
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Cardiac arrest - an electrical malfunction in the heart that causes an irregular heartbeat 

(arrhythmia) and disrupts the flow of blood to the brain, lungs and other organs - is a lead-

ing cause of death.  Each year, more than 350,000 out-of-hospital cardiac arrests occur in 

the United States. 

When a person has a cardiac arrest, survival depends on immediately getting CPR from 

someone nearby. Almost 90 percent of people who suffer out-of-hospital cardiac arrests 

die. CPR, especially if performed in the first few minutes of cardiac arrest, can double or 

triple a person’s chance of survival.  

Over 15 years ago, the American Heart Association (AHA) introduced the concept of the 

chain of survival in cardiac arrests. There are five time-sensitive links that must occur rap-

idly for the victim to have a chance at survival: 

The 5 links in the adult out-of-hospital chain of survival are: 

 

 Immediate recognition of cardiac arrest and activation of the emergency response sys-

tem (Dial 911) 

 Early cardiopulmonary resuscitation (CPR) with an emphasis on chest compressions 

 Rapid defibrillation 

 Effective  advanced life support  

 Integrated post-cardiac arrest care 

Research has shown that the first three links are directly related to patient survival.

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The recruits of Class 16-01 are in the home stretch and working hard to finish strong.  Over the past few 

weeks they have been training in extrication, ladders, ventilation, forcible entry, fire behavior, building con-

struction, hose, fire streams, pressurized container (LP), and they are now starting live fire burn week.  NPQ 

and GFSTC testing is just around the corner.  And then it’s on to HAZMAT week.   

A big thank you to all of our members who have helped out with our training sessions.  We truly appreciate 

the efforts that each of you make to give our new firefighters a great start.  The 17 recruits are scheduled to 

graduate on September 27th and be in the fire stations, officially on shift, by October 4th. 

Here are some photos from their most recent training:   
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The Live Fire Pressurized Container training was 

held during the evening of August 25th.  This 

training involves the students approaching a large 

liquid propane tank that is on fire.  In groups of 

four to five, they must approach the tank with hose 

lines, protecting one another while one firefighter 

reaches in and shuts off the fuel valve which will 

put the fire out.  The training is held in the evening 

(at dark) so that the students can better see fire 

behavior.  Reading fire and understanding fire 

dynamics and development is another important 

aspect of their recruit training.  Live Pressurized 

Container training is conducted just prior to Interi-

or Live Fire training to give the students the expe-

rience of encountering live fire before they actual-

ly go into a burning structure.  Eight to ten instruc-

tors were on hand to provide guidance and for 

safety intervention if necessary.  The students will 

receive a state certificate for Pressurized Container 

Fire Control.

The training may be fire, administrative, inspections/investigations related or anything else that we feel 

will keep you “fully involved” with departmental processes, policies and procedures.  Additionally, we 

invite any of our members to submit training articles that you feel will be beneficial to others. 

Fulton County Fire Rescue Monthly Bulletin 

During the week of July 11th-15th, I attended a FEMA funded Tank Car Specialist class in 

Pueblo, CO.  The class familiarized first responders with fundamentals and skills associated 

with rail transportation incidents with HazMat and WMD.  

The first couple of days consisted of classroom lectures.  Basic knowledge of rail cars that in-

cluded types of rail cars, nomenclature, materials commonly transported, etc., served as a re-

fresher and new information to others.  We also discussed several methods of removal of mate-

rials (which we would have to demonstrate later on in the week with little to no oversight from 

the instructors).  

The next three days were all hands-on practical exercises. This consisted of three different sta-

tions: C-Kit on upright and inverted chlorine cars, plugging/patching a liquid leak, and sealing a 

manway.  We were given a train derailment scenario in which we had to perform an initial dam-

age assessment and identify each tank car to determine what material was inside and if there 

was any damage to the car.  After an assessment, we developed an incident action plan for the 

given scenario.  The fourth day we practiced liquid transfers, gas transfers, and gas/liquid flar-

ing operations. Each event provided great learning experiences and was very hands-on.  

On the last day of class the instructors gave us a 31 car derailment scenario and access to haz-

mat response kits.  This practical exercise put our skills and knowledge to the test.  As a group, 

we utilized the Incident Command System and assigned an Incident Commander (IC), the IC 

delegated the objectives as needed. We used two recognizance teams and two teams to handle 

the spill/leaks, with one team for back up. Depending on the situation, the IC had to determine 

what level of protection we would use to mitigate the multiple leaks we encountered; ultimately 

he chose level B protection.  The entire scenario took about four hours, from beginning to end. 

During the post incident analysis the instructors were very pleased with our response and the 

techniques we used to mitigate the incident. 

All in all the class was a great experience and I definitely recommend taking the time to attend. 

Everything is paid for by FEMA including flight, rental car, and hotel.  Per Diem is also issued 

after you attend the class. If you are interested in attending, visit 

http://sertc.org/courses/tcs/ for the schedule and general overview of 

the class.   

Having specialized knowledge and skills is a must in the fire service 

these days, especially with the different type of areas our department 

covers from Fulton Industrial Blvd to Old National Highway.

Fall begins in the northern hemisphere when the sun is perpendicular 

to the equator.  This day has equal hours of day and night.  The first 

day of fall is also called the Autumnal Equinox.  In many areas it coin-

cides with harvests.  The first day of fall occurs each year between 

September 22nd and 24th. 

The earth takes 365.25 days to make one complete revolution 

around the sun.  This results in the first day of fall beginning 6 hours 

later each year, and moving a full day backwards on leap years.
