Emotional Storm: How to Manage Your Feelings at Work When You’re 
Feeling Blue

In the bustling world of trials, motions, and relentless P and As, it’s not 
uncommon to feel a wave of sadness wash over you at work. Whether it’s due 
to personal struggles, FCDA pressures, or just one of those days, managing your 
emotions is crucial for maintaining both your mental health and productivity. 
Here are some effective strategies to help you navigate through the blues 
without letting them derail your day.
1. The first step in managing your emotions is to acknowledge them. Denying 
or suppressing what you feel can lead to increased stress and anxiety. Take a 
moment to identify your emotions—are you feeling overwhelmed, frustrated, or 
simply sad? Understanding what you’re experiencing is crucial. Write it down, talk 
to a trusted colleague, or take a few deep breaths to ground yourself.

Fulton County 
offers an Employee Assistance Program that provides access to counseling and 
support. There’s no shame in asking for help, and taking this step can lead to 
significant improvements in your emotional health.

LAW CORNER
Dealing with Motion to Bifurcate Trial and Sever Possession of Firearm by Convicted Felon 
Charges

In certain cases, the Defendant can file a motion to sever charges in the indictment that they deem to 

be too prejudicial to remain on the indictment in conjunction with the other enumerated offenses in 

said indictment. This is not uncommon in cases involving the charge of “Possession of a Firearm by a 

Convicted Felon.” The rationale here is that there is an inherent prejudicial effect in the charge since 

the allegation is that the Defendant is a convicted felon and thus, the jury may decisions based on his 

“bad character” as opposed to the evidence supporting the indictment in the case. This will obviously 

be a moot point if it is the only charge in the indictment against the Defendant, but it is a consideration 

the court may have to make if there are other counts alleging different offenses. In certain cases, the 

Court may be required to sever the charge from the remaining counts in the indictment and essentially 

hold a bifurcated trial. In those cases, the court will hold a trial on the other charges, a jury will render a 

verdict, and subsequent to that, evidence will be presented as to the defendant’s convicted felon status 

so that the jury can decide if the defendant is guilty of being in possession of a firearm as a convicted 

felon. In cases involving a possession of a firearm by convicted felon charge that also serves as the 

predicate offense for another charge, case law is abundantly clear that a motion to sever the charge and 

bifurcate the trial in such a case should be denied. Cooks v. State, 299 Ga. 787 (2016) (motion to bifurcate 

a possession of firearm by convicted felon charge where it serves as a predicate offense for Felony 

Murder should be denied); see also Lang v. State, 344 Ga. App. 623 (2018) (Trial court did not commit error 

by denying motion to bifurcate in gang case where  the possession of a firearm by a convicted felon 

charge was material to the criminal gang activity count as it was the underlying felony for that count). 

However, if the Defendant’s status as a convicted felon is not material or related to any other charge on 

the indictment save for the charge involving possession of a firearm by a 

convicted felony, the Georgia Supreme Court has held that a trial 

court shall bifurcate the trial so that the jury will hear the evidence 

on the more serious charges and render a verdict on those before 

commencing with the second phase of the trial and hearing 

evidence of the Defendant’s status as a convicted felon. Vann v. 

State, 266 Ga. App. 238 (2004). An argument could be made if the 

Defendant’s status as a convicted felon, albeit unrelated to other 

counts in the indictment, could be admissible in the State’s case-

in-chief if it is part of the proof required for Rule 404(b) evidence.
