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In 2003, there were 8 deaths investigated by the Fulton County Medical Examiner in which the decedent was pregnant at the time of death or was pregnant within 6 weeks of death.  

Death involved direct complications of pregnancy in 6 cases:

· 33 year old Black female with amniotic fluid embolism (32 weeks)
· 19 year old Black female with amniotic fluid embolism (term twins)

· 37 year old Black female with pulmonary thrombo-emboli (1st trimester)

· 20 year old Black female with hypertension and amniotic fluid embolism (term)

· 37 year old Asian female with abruption and amniotic fluid embolism (36 weeks)

· 27 year old White Hispanic female with cardiomyopathy (5 days postpartum)

Death was due to indirect causes in 2 cases:

· 37 year old Black female homicide victim, 22 weeks gestation

· 18 year old Black female with asthma,  approximately 26 weeks gestation
