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In 2003, there were  33 in the workplace in Fulton County, or while. These included  31 injury deaths and 2 natural deaths.  There were 11 accidental (unintentional injury deaths),  4 traffic-related fatalities,  11 homicides,  4 suicides, 1 case of undetermined manner, and 2 natural deaths.  Details are provided below.
