Causes of Death:

4 of the 5 traffic victims were pedestrians. The homicide cases involved 4 shootings, 3 blunt force injury cases,  1 stabbing, and 1 fire death.  The suicide was due to hanging. Natural deaths included cardiac (13),  substance abuse (7), infection (8), gastrointestinal disease (1), unspecified natural causes (2),  pulmonary disease (1), thromboemboli (1), and seizure disorder (1). Most of the 8 cases pending further investigation are probably due to natural disease or drug intoxications and are awaiting toxicology results.
