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In 2003 and 2004, the Fulton County Medical Examiner investigated  4554 death reports. Among those, 24 were determined to be nonhuman remains or other relics not subject to further investigation. Thus, the overall rate of nonhuman remains and relics is approximately  5 per 1000 death reports.

During these two years, the cases fell into the following categories:

Relics:

· 2- cases in which fetuses were found in jars, these being teaching specimens

Other Nonhuman Remains:

· 1- nonhuman fetus found on a sidewalk

· 19- cases in which bones were found and were determined to be non-human
· 1- large decomposing dog 

· 1- sheep heart found in a bag near the freeway, this being a teaching specimen
